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Abstract

Mr Livieratos’ presentation in his own words "did not aim to cover all the aspects of music and digital culture" from a technical, aesthetic and historical point of view. He focused on three subjects that have deeply influenced his creative reality: 

-the integration of samples of already recorded musical pieces (sampling) and how this has altered the concept of composition

-the constant evolution of the “virtual studio”, that is the computer simulation of the work space of a real recording studio and its influence on the transformation process from the musical idea to the final recording

-the software production that allows for the use of a computer as a musical instrument with inexhaustible potential for producing new sounds using methods that do not resemble the natural ones. This specific use of the computer in music even though it has been used for quite some time, is still very interesting.
