«Τhe Magical Software», Alexandros Psychoulis, Visual Artist 

Alexandros Psychoulis started out as a technology non-user/viewer, discovering that, since digital technology introduced a non-linear way of narration, created an unexplored interactivity landscape and a new approach to reality. It also meant the end of the artist’s loneliness. He set out to find a more somatic way of using technology. His first interactive artwork was “the Black box”, an automatic sound-to-image transcorder. Then followed the “Do You Want”, a digital confessor. The “Talk about your Life to non-memory materials” is an interactive punching-bag. In all these works, easily discernible is an effort for a more tangible use of technology.

The practical problems for the interactive use of his artworks arose from the limitations inherent in the use of the software by inexperienced users/viewers. The solution came with the introduction of Flash animation. This software enables the artist to create stories or situations without being limited by his/her (lack of) technological knowledge.  Flash animation offers the artist the potential to create and the viewer the ability to interact, therefore to intervene, and eventually to create a new artwork.

It is the magical software.
